SUMMARY': Generally, mist and fog patches will prevail over the forest and mountainous areas in the
early hours of the morning with partly cloudy weather conditions dominating across all sectors. As the day
unfolds into the afternoon, sunny intervals are expected to prevail with the possibility of scattered to
widespread thunderstorms and rain affecting the coastal, middle, transition and northern sectors
from the early afternoon hours into the evening.

NB: The expected rainfall activities are likely to be triggered by a moderate rainstorm propagating slowly
and westwards from the southwestern coast of Nigeria. The general public is advised to follow the
subsequent weather updates to monitor the progress of the rainstorm.
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
